The Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Loren Anthony at 5:30 p.m.

The November 18th, 2015 meeting minutes were approved unanimously.  

Master Plan report was given by Kevin Wishart.  The plan passed the planning commission and will be back before the city commission in a February meeting.  No date is given yet but it will be before the end of the month.    

Kevin has presented the plan to several groups; Kiwanis, Rotary, Chamber, Inc., basketball parents.  The online survey has been shortened and sent out again.  So far there has been 64 responses.
Responses are similar, support for the parks system is high.  Majority favor aquatic upgrade or new facility and believe we have adequate baseball and softball fields.  There has been input that outdoor basketball courts are needed.
There is also a need for playground equipment for toddlers.  Most responses said they would support a sales tax increase.
Gordy park was brought up, questions raised of why this park design is getting high reviews.  Verbal feedback has been favorable due to the fact that Gordy Park would be a year round facility.

The disc golf plan behind BG staduim was discussed, preliminary plans have been started with engineering.

Sales tax request, money for Mac Stadium.  This would be for Hall of Fame add on with a section for the historical car.  This would also include improvements to structure and electrical, locker room updates on both sides.

Men’s basketball has 8 teams and started 1/20.  Women’s volleyball has 7 teams total and starts 2/1.  Youth basketball has started with 211 participants, lower than the 213 participants from last year.  Boys numbers are down from 144 last year to 116 this year.  Girls numbers are up with 87 last year to 95 this year.  

Soccer and volleyball registrations begin soon.

Diva Night is February 6th at the Civic Center.  Ages is 5-12 with a total of 40 spots.  The cost is $15.
Kite Day will be April 30th at the soccer fields.  First 50 kids will be given a free kite and lunch is provided.
Pitch, Hit, and Run will be May 14th at McDonald Stadium.  

Summer staff applications are available and interviews will start around spring break.  Priority search is on for a swim lesson coordinator.

Bill Young asked about the drainage at McDonald Stadium, left and center fields.  

All members were curious about the disc golf, if this would bring tournaments and events to the city?  Would CVB help with planning these?  Who will be developing the official plans?

Loren Anthony brought up foot-golf (soccer-golf) and wondered if the disc golf facility could double?
There is also questions of who would own the disc golf property and questions of the Legion doing their own disc golf course?  The Legion disc golf has not been confirmed and there is a meeting with the City and Legion TBD later.

There was a question about the YMCA progress, what is the time frame for this decision?  Staff reported that talks were ongoing and that there is no definite time frame.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Doug Bell asked about the Central Park field rotation, if this happens it will not take place until after games are finished this year.  July 15 until the end of the year is the timeframe if this is approved.

Brandi Parks-Lane brought up the question of guided tours at BG and McDonald.

Miles Harvey brought up possibly getting a wish list of items from the master plan that the parks department would like to work on.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m.
