The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Chairman, Loren Anthony.

Kenny Eaton moved to approve the April 18th, 2016 Minutes with the addition of his name to those present.
Russ McCaig seconded the motion.
Motion carried 5 – 0.

Activities Update – Kevin Wishart 
· Great numbers at the pool so far, 291 at the twilight swim. The next twilight swim is the 24th of June. 
· Guards are doing well, received a compliment from a Coast Guard member on the rescue they did the previous Sunday.
· Prairie Trails’ pool numbers are up from previous years, averaging around 35. Will possibly have to add more staff if they continue to stay up.
· We are offering a punch card for pool admission this year, the daily price for the card works out to be about $1.50. If they lose the card, they lose the money.
· The pool will be hosting the Sea Dragons regional meet in July. The pool will close for three days. 
· Will not be doing concessions for this event because they want more than our license allows.
· Russ asked about parking for the event. Kevin stated that they are working out ways to handle it.
· Health inspection at the pool this week resulted in two minor findings, one has already been repaired.
· Baseball and softball are moving along, staff are working out a schedule for the rain-outs at the beginning of the season.
· Little tykes is going well with 24 players showing up consistently. Next week is the last week and staff will help the kids play a few innings.
· Umpires are doing well despite being mostly new.
· Staff sold concessions at the AAU track meet.
· Maintenance is tough to keep up with right now, but staff are doing their best.
· Very few major complaints at the cemeteries on Memorial Day.

2017 Baseball and Softball
· Kevin stated that the suggestion from staff is to put ages ten (10) and up in the Heights League and keep Machine Pitch and T-Ball in the recreation department.
· Russ stated that we should try it, coaches could protect 5 kids and the others would be a draw. He stated that it would keep the league competitive.
· Kevin stated that there will be some work to do in order to incorporate the plan into our existing system.
· Bill moved to pass the staff recommendation on to the City Manager and City Commission. Russ seconded the motion. Motion carried 5 – 0.

Story Book Trail
· Kevin stated that the Togetherhood Project has proposed a portable set of signs to different parks each month. The signs will be pages from a book and are meant to encourage families to get out and walk a trail as they read a book.
· Kevin stated that the expense to the city would be negligible and we could work mowing schedules around the Wednesday-Sunday schedule.
· The group has stated that they are prepared to deal with possible theft or vandalism.
· There was consensus amongst the board to move forward with the project.

Bylaws
· The proposed bylaws were distributed.
· Bill suggested changing the residency requirements to allow two members to live outside the city limits.
· The board agreed that up to three members of the board could live outside of the city limits.
· Bill moved to approve the bylaws with the amended membership requirements. Russ seconded the motion. Motion carried 5 – 0.

New Business
· Kevin showed pictures of the new surface at Summit Park. He stated that he had not seen the final invoice yet, but believed it was within the proposed budget. There is a small warranty. He stated that the company left some of the product to help repair any possible vandalism.
· The disc golf course has been authorized to move forward a year early. A committee has been formed to choose a designer. Loren and Miles will represent the Parks Board on that committee. The City Commission has requested that it be completed by the Shrine Bowl.
· Russ asked if the outfields at the lake diamonds have irrigation.
· Kevin stated that they do, there was a leak discovered over the last week and the water department will be out to repair it in the next few days.
· Kenny asked if there was additional lighting be placed on the bike path in North Main Park.
· Kevin stated that Public Works is looking at taller lights to place in the darker areas. The taller lights will discourage the vandalism that plagues the smaller lights.
· Loren asked if there were plans to fence in the band shell.
· Kevin stated that it is in the master plan. 
· Loren asked if the restroom facilities are open.
· Kevin stated that they are only open for events.
· Kevin stated that vandalism is a problem at Summit Park and several others including the band shell. He stated that staff are working on possible solutions to prevent the vandalism, he encouraged the board to ask citizens to report any issues immediately.
· Russ asked if there would be electric outlets to the two new fields at the lake.
· Kevin stated that when they put in the new score boards, they will run electricity to the new fields.
· Kevin showed a possible setup for Rio Park development.
· Bill asked how big the fields would be at Rio. 
· Kevin stated that they would be 150 and he is trying to add in two batting cages for optimum use.
· Loren asked how the wheel would work at Rio. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Kevin stated that the city would have to acquire more property in the area but they will set up the first two fields with a wheel in mind.
· Kevin stated that staff would like to move forward with flipping the fields at Central Park.
· There was consensus amongst the board to move forward at the end of July when baseball and softball end.
· July 4th events will begin at East Park at 10 a.m. and end at McDonald Stadium with fireworks after the Broncos game.
