The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Chairman, Loren Anthony.

Russ McCaig seconded the motion.
Motion carried 6 – 0.

Activities Update – Kevin Wishart 

Youth baseball and softball are done, Don was able to reschedule all Heights games in El Dorado. 
Adult softball wraps up next week.
The pool has been averaging 171 in attendance daily, and the Prairie Trails’ average has decreased to about 15 per day. To date there have been about 8,430 in attendance on 45 open dates.
There were 264 at the second twilight swim, and the next one is Friday evening.
102 kids completed swim lessons, down a little from last year but in line with other years.
The Pool will be open daily until August 12th and then weekends only until Sunday, September 4th. 
The league swim meet last weekend went well. 

Master Plan Funding Source

Kevin stated that he was asked to discuss the need for an advisory board recommendation for funding the Parks and Recreation Master Plan.
Tony stated that he was concerned about continued support for new facilities and where the money would come from.
Bill stated that the excess monies collected from sales tax could provide continued operations support. He also stated that not every item in the plan would require additional funds. He stated that they need to figure out what the best way to support a project is.
Kevin stated that we need to think about possible avenues. He stated that until decisions were made on what facilities would be built, he cannot provide background information on operation expenses.
Loren asked if things had been weeded out to bring it down to $14 million
Kevin stated that the cost of the whole plan was closer to $21 million.
More discussion about the sales tax.
Miles asked if there was a grant writer on the city staff. 
Tabitha stated that there are staff members that write grants, but larger grants are typically hired out.
Tony felt that they needed more information before moving forward, but that the master plan would definitely need a sales tax.
Russ asked who would be doing the work to provide the information. 
Kevin stated that he would be doing it.
Consensus that there would need to be a sales tax but the group was unwilling to move forward with a recommendation without more information.

New Business

Kevin stated that the RFQ for the disc golf course is out. 
Drums Across Kansas concessions brought in about $4,000, we have not received final expenses yet.
There will be an MAYB tournament at the activity center the first week in August.
Butler Volleyball will be using our gyms early in the season because their gym was flooded.
Fall hours will begin the Tuesday after Labor Day.
Fall Volleyball will include Circle, will also have baseball, football and soccer. Staff are meeting with the Y about soccer next week. Adult sports include football, volleyball and softball. Fall baseball will be at the lake because of work being done at Central park.
Bill asked if the work being done will have an impact on McDonald stadium.
Kevin wasn’t sure it would impact the stadium, but Engineering is out looking at elevations this week.
The 4th of July had approximately 500 in attendance, a little less than usual because of 3 day weekend.
Tony asked where the information had been posted.
Kevin stated it was in the paper, a mailer went to every El Dorado address, on Channel 7 and all social media.
Bill stated that last year the college had a temporary press box at East Park. He asked if there was further discussion about a more permanent one.
Kevin stated that in 2015 they met about the possibility of placing a tower in the middle of the fields that had a view of every field, the discussion has not progressed any further at this point.
Bill stated that he knew there were regionals coming back to the area next year and he would like to see a collaboration between the college, high school and city.
Russ suggested a game between the Y board and the rec board to christen the new disc golf course.

Bill Young moved to adjourn.
Miles Harvey seconded the motion.
