The Meeting was called to order by Chairman, Loren Anthony at 5:30 p.m.

The January 20th, 2016 meeting minutes were approved unanimously.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Master Plan report was given by Kevin Wishart.  It has been entirely approved by the City Commission.  The Master Plan will be back in front of the Commission in March to be approved for inclusion into the comprehensive plan.

Kevin asked members to give their top 3 items from the Master Plan, in order of priority.

The short response survey is up to 82 responses, these are still consistent and positive responses to the Master Plan as a whole.  Numbers have not changed dramatically.

Susie Carson asked about sending a mailer with the survey, this has been determined to be too costly.

Baseball & Softball updates, it has been mentioned that both Heights and Rec league teams should be doing team draws.  It is too late to change this for the current year but it can be discussed for next year.

City Clerk Tabitha Sharp presented on the Kansas Open Meetings Act.  An orientation for board members will be taking place this spring.  All of the Rec Advisory Board meetings have to be open to the public and published 24 hours in advance on the City website.  Any special meetings that are called will also need to be published.  Quorum for the Rec Advisory Board is 5 members.  All agendas and minutes can be found on the City website with minutes posted after they have been approved at meetings.
Three members’ terms will be expiring May 1.  Doug Bell, Miles Harvey, and Susie Carson. 

Don Argo discussed the possibility of a multi participant discount and asked for feedback.  Doug Bell said that fees are important but it is more important to have kids who are participating and active.  Susie Carson proposed that the multi participant discount would be available for those on scholarship and not across the board.  
Staff will bring an option for the multi participant discount to the next meeting.  
	
Diva Night was February 6th and was well received.  This was the second time we have offered this event and it had 36 participants this time.  Feedback was very positive from the participants and their families.

Kite Day is April 30th at the soccer fields.  Free kites for the first 50 children and picnic lunch.
Pitch, Hit, and Run is May 14th at MacDonald Stadium.  Ages 7-14.  Both are free events and open to the public.

Miles Harvey asked if the Rec Advisory members could receive email updates about these events the week before they are happening.

July 4th celebration will be at East Park again this year and the staff will start preparing for this event in March.

Summer staff applications are still being accepted and interviews will be March 14th.  

Brian Urton presented the Wingnuts fundraiser, concert tickets for an April 23rd show at Lawrence Dumont Stadium with Logan Mize and The Band Perry.  Tickets are available through Brian, they are $40 with half of this price coming back to the Rec department.

More upcoming events were discussed, March 19th is Mother Son Bowling at Grizzly Bowl.  1:00-3:00 with a cost of $15 for a mother and one son.  Each additional son is $5.  Includes one hour of bowling and shoe rental.  
March 22nd is Knitting 101 at the Train Depot.  Cost is $10 and all materials are included.  

New business:
Bill Young asked about the Summit Park resurface.  This has an August/September time frame and depends on the contractor.  The parks department will be doing the prep work.

Loren Anthony asked about the sales tax money and the warning track.  Warning track will not be until 2017.

Kevin Wishart proposed moving the March meeting from 3/16 to 3/23 because of spring break, it was approved unanimously.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:37 p.m.
